Opacification of the posterior capsule is common
and can happen in the months following cataract
surgery. After a period of 90 days when the eye has
fully healed, Posterior YAG Capsulotomy can be
safely performed. This quick in-office procedure is
billable to insurance and is not a part of the patient's
refractive lens package.
